WRITERS GUIDE

Topics and Audience

Natural Entrepreneur is an electronic newsletter for New Hampshire business people
written by NH business people, with a focus on small and emerging businesses. We are
particularly interested in articles that provide insight and advice to business processes,
best practices, current and relevant business issues, tips and advice, and other
information helpful to the growth and success of New Hampshire businesses.

Our audience is cross-industry. We aim to capture a significant share of the 30,000 NH
business owners employing fewer than 50 people (of which 24,000 employ fewer than
10 people), and the 50,000 self-employed in the State. As each issue of Natural
Entrepreneur considers a different facet of business, whether it's marketing, sales, legal,
accounting, customer relationships, technology, government regulations, etc., we work
hard to serve a wide swath of this significant market.

Thus, our challenge as writers for Natural Entrepreneur is to identify and address topics
that will capture the interest of a majority of our readers, yet remain specific enough to
be instructive and not too generic. One approach is to tackle a general business issue
and reinforce it with specific examples from real NH businesses.

We recommend you start by choosing a single theme or issue you will discuss, outline
the key points (and perhaps counter-points) surrounding the issue, and highlight the
discussion with specific examples.

Please note, while we expect you to draw upon your own experience and perspective,
your article shall not be a direct sales pitch for your, or any other, company or
organization (determined at the Editor’s discretion).

Format

Articles written for Natural Entrepreneur should be 500 to 1500 words in length (1 to 3
pages). Longer articles may be accepted by prior arrangement (perhaps split into parts
across multiple issues).

You may submit in MS Word, HTML, e-mail or text file format. Graphic images,
including photos, graphs, and illustrations are acceptable.

Schedules

You begin by filling out a Request to Author form, including a proposed title, an abstract
of your topic, and an outline. When a Request to Author is accepted, you will be given a
tentative publication date.

All submissions are due at least two (2) weeks prior to your publication date, with a first
draft submitted at least three (3) weeks prior to your publication date.
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
